And became heir of the righteousness that is keeping with
faith. By faith Abram when called to go to a place. He would later receive as his inheritance.
Obeyed and went. Even though he did not know where he was going. By faith he made his home in
the promised land. Like a stranger in a foreign country. He lived in tents as Isaac and Jacob.

[ 24: 02] And were heirs with him of the same promise. For he was looking forward to the city with
foundations. Whose architect and builder is God. And by faith even Sarah who was past
childbearing years.

Was enabled to bear children. Because she considered him faithful. Who had made the promise.
And so from this man. And he as good as dead.

Came descendants as numerous as the stars in the sky. And as countless as the sand on the
seashore. All these people were still living by faith. When they died.

They did not receive the things promised. They only saw them and welcomed them from a distance.
Admitting that they were foreigners and strangers on earth. People who say such things.

Show they are looking for a country of their own. If they had been thinking of the country they had
left. They would have had the opportunity to return. Instead they were longing for a better country.

[ 25: 02] A heavenly one. Therefore God is not ashamed to be called their God. For he has
prepared a city for them. By faith Abram when tested. Offered Isaac as a sacrifice.

He chose to be mistreated along with the people of God. Rather to enjoy the fleeting pleasures of
sin. He regarded disgrace for the sake of Christ as of greater value.
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Than the treasures of Egypt. Because he was looking ahead to his reward. By faith he left Egypt.
Not fearing the king's anger. He persevered.

Because he saw him who is invisible. By faith he kept the Passover and the application of blood. So
that the destroyer of the firstborn would not touch the firstborn of Israel.

By faith the people passed through the Red Sea on Hazan dry land. But when the Egyptians tried to
do so they were drowned. By faith the walls of Jericho fell.

[ 27: 05] After the army had marched around them for seven days. By faith the prostitute Rahab.
Because she welcomed the spies was not killed with those who were disobedient.

And what more shall | say. | do not have time to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson and Jephthah. About
David and Samuel and the prophets. Who through faith conquered kingdoms.

Administered justice. And gained what was promised. Who shut the mouths of lions. Quenched the
fury of the flames. And escaped the edge of the sword. Whose weaknesses was turned to strength.
Whose became powerful in battle. And routed foreign armies. Women received back their dead.
Raised to life again. There were others who were tortured.

Refusing to be released. So that they might gain an even better resurrection. Some faced jeers and
flogging. And even chains and imprisonment. They were put to death by stoning.

[ 28: 03] They were sawed in two. They were killed by the sword. They went about in sheepskins
and goatskins. Destitute. Persecuted. And mistreated. The world was not worthy of them.

They wandered in the deserts and mountains. Living in caves and in holes in the ground. These
were all commended for their faith. Yet none of them received what had been promised. Since God
had planned something better.

For us. So that only together. With us. Would they be made perfect. And then in chapter 12.
Therefore. Since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of withesses.

Let us throw off everything that hinders. And the sin that so easily entangles. And let us run with
perseverance. The race marked out for us. Fixing our eyes on Jesus.

The pioneer and perfecter of faith. For the joy set before him. He endured the cross. Scorning its
shame. And sat down at the right hand. Of the throne of God.

[ 29: 05] Consider him. Who endured such opposition for sinners. So that you will not grow weary.
And lose heart. Amen. And may God. Add his blessing.
